Matthew Promotion

The original Matthew sample on Kindle was offered for free from October 31 through November
4. It is still available on amazon.com, but now costs 99 cents again. Matthew continues to undergo
editorial review and careful revision, but the Kindle version is the original sample. The paragraph at the
end of the Progress Chart briefly explains the WP process:

We
do appreciate input and suggestions. If you provide input, please understand that the editors will not be
able to respond to all the comments immediately. We will take the comments into account, but it might
not be feasible for us to reply to all of them. If we have a follow-up question, we will contact you. In
some cases, the input is taken into account by a committee. It won’t be feasible to explain every decision
to everyone. Thank you for understanding. When giving input, suggestions, or comments, please follow
these three guidelines:

1.) Please begin with the verse reference. For example:

1 John 2:2 suggestion...
2.) Please do not simply say, “I don't like this phrase,” but briefly explain why and then...
3.) Please supply suggested wording that you think would be an improvement.
