The pictures for the season of Lent/Easter will feature locations from Holy Week.

There are two competing sites for the location of Calvary and the Tomb: the Church of the Holy Sepulchre and
the Garden Tomb just north of the Old City. Evidence strongly favors the Church of the Holy Sepulchre.

The first picture is an artist’s conception of the location of the quarry that contained the tomb and Calvary
near the northwest gate of the city. The second picture shows the same area in the model at the Israel Muse-
um. The outer wall at the bottom of this picture was not yet there at the time of Christ. The final picture shows
a tomb of Jesus’ time with an intact stone.
